VEHICLE RAISING The compressor is running to raise the vehicle slowly until the reservoir is
SLOWLY fully recharged.
SUSPENSION The air suspension compressor has been running for an extended period

WILL RAISE WHEN (possibly through repeated operation of the raise/lower switch). To protect
SYSTEM COOLED the compressor, the system will allow it to cool for a brief period until the
temperature has dropped and normal operation can resume.
