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1 .   Remove the driver side closing trim panel.

  Disconnect the electrical connector.

  Tighten the nuts to 25 Nm (18 lb.ft). 

  Secure the wiring harness. 

3 .   Install the closing trim panel.

4 .   Initiate a new accelerator pedal using T4.
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
