2. Remove the following parts:

(3) Shift lever component (MTX) (See SHIFT MECHANISM REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 
(4) Selector lever component (ATX) (See SELECTOR LEVER COMPONENT 
REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 
(5) Decoration panel (See DECORATION PANEL REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 
(6) Front scuff plate (See FRONT SCUFF PLATE REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 
(7) Front side trim (See FRONT SIDE TRIM REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 
(8) Glove compartment (See GLOVE COMPARTMENT REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.)

3. Disconnect the air mix wire from the air mix link and wire clamp. (Manual air conditioner) 

4. Disconnect the airflow mode wire from the airflow mode main link and wire clamp. (Manual air conditioner) 

5. Disconnect the following connectors: 

- Blower motor connector 
- Power MOS FET connector (Full-auto air conditioner) 
- Evaporator temperature sensor connector 
- Air intake actuator connector 
- Air mix actuator connector (Full-auto air conditioner) 
- Airflow mode actuator connector (Full-auto air conditioner) 

6. Remove the rear heat duct (1). 

7. Remove the heater case. (See A/C UNIT REMOVAL/INSTALLATION.) 

8. Remove the nuts and bolts for installing the dashboard to the body. 

9. Remove in the air mix actuator.
